Built on a foundation of classic rock, blues, Americana, and jazz, “GUS' TAVERN” showcases the duo’s signature expressive guitar work, and straight-ahead harmonies. The album moves effortlessly between intimate moments and thunderous grooves, allowing the songwriting to lead while the instrumentation breathes and responds naturally.

Influenced by artists such as The Animals, Jeff Beck, The Who, The Beatles, and The Rolling Stones, along with the narrative depth of Stephen King and the soulful sophistication of Horace Silver, Foundry Town Survivors bring imagination and muscle to every track. The result is a record that feels discovered rather than manufactured—like a forgotten classic pulled from a record shelf and dropped into the present.

Collectively, Tomorsky and Johnsmiller have performed on some of the world’s most iconic stages, including the 1980 Olympics, Montreux Jazz Festival, and Detroit Jazz Festival, and have shared stages with artists such as Little Richard, Billy Preston, Mark Lindsay, The Grass Roots, Spencer Davis, Ramsey Lewis and Weather Report. That depth of experience is woven throughout the album, giving the songs weight, confidence, and authority.

“We’re not retro. We’re not chasing a sound,” says the band. “This is who we are. These are the songs we’ve earned.”

In addition to the album release, Foundry Town Survivors continue their commitment to visual storytelling, releasing multiple music videos throughout the year to support the record.
